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FINE NEEDLE ASPIRATION- instructions for clinicians

Material required:

Glass slides with frosted end, pencil, alcohol fixative, plastic coplin jar with screw lid for alcohol-fixed slides, plastic slide boxes for air-dried slides, sterile universal container, syringe (10-20ml), blue needles (23 gauge with transparent hub will give best results. Wider gauge needles will increase bleeding and produce a poorer aspirate), EPIC Beaker label, specimen bag.  Cytofluid is available from cytology (x2909)
Aspiration technique: 

· Prepare one slide per pass with patient’s full name and date of birth written in pencil on the frosted glass end and lay out on a flat clean work surface.
· For palpable lesions, use the non-dominant hand to steady the lesion between forefinger and thumb throughout the procedure.

· Introduce the needle with/without attached syringe for suction. Make multiple to-and-fro cutting movements of the needle tip through the lesion, watching the transparent hub all the time.  As soon as aspirated material is seen in the needle hub, sufficient material should have been obtained from that pass. If any appreciable amount of blood is aspirated this is too much, it will dilute the smears and cause artefact. If this happens allow the blood to clot in the syringe then transfer to formalin for histology.
· Release the suction if used.

· Withdraw the needle from the lesion being sampled.  

· Allow the patient or the assistant to apply gentle pressure with cotton wool or gauze.  Prepare the slides.  Repeat the procedure until you are confident that sufficient material has been obtained.  You would normally repeat at least twice.

Slide preparation:

· Remove the needle and fill the syringe with air. Re-attach the syringe and slowly expel a single drop of material from the needle onto the first labelled slide near the frosted end using the air in the syringe.  

· Using the flat surface of another slide, gently smear the expelled material on the slide. Allow this slide to air dry and label this as ‘D’ for 'DRY'. 

· Rinse the pass from the needle into a labelled sterilin universal containing 5-10mls green cytofluid.

· Repeat with a second pass as required, again rinsing the needle into the same cytofluid.

· Always wash the passes from the needle into cytofluid in a labelled sterile universal and submit this along with the slides. An extra pass to submit straight into needlewashings should be considered.
Summary of material to be submitted:

1. An air-dried slide for Romanowsky staining. This would be the minimum slide material required.
2. Needle washings in cytofluid. For immunocytochemical and/or molecular investigations.
3. Clot for Histology if present
COMMENTS

Any deviation from the above procedure may lead to sub-optimal preparations.  Please remember to provide adequate clinical details on the raised request.  Unlabelled slides in labelled containers will be rejected as unsatisfactory.  Side effects to patients are rarely encountered but you should be aware of what can occur.  Informed consent should be obtained.  Remember health and safety with regard to needlestick injuries and high-risk patients, where aerosols should be avoided.  In selected cases consider submitting part of the sample for microbiology or flow cytometry.
